Many local agencies as well as state and federal departments collect and maintain data to document and evaluate services and programs.  Listed below are sources that may provide helpful data. 

Local Sources


Schools and School System Central Office 
· Collects data such as graduation rates, test scores, truancy rates, and suspension data 


Juvenile Crime Prevention Council 
· Collects county level risks and need data for juvenile justice indicators


Law Enforcement Agency 
· Collects crime rates and current crime trends in the community


County Health Department 
· Collects health indicators specific to the community


County Social Services Department 
· Collects information on Medicaid recipients and food stamp participants


Chamber of Commerce 
· Collects information related to job growth, and 
unemployment rates, etc.


Nonprofit Service Agencies (such as United Way and Boys/Girls Club) 
· Collects records on a variety of different issues
