Tool 3 - Behavior Contract

A behavior contract is a useful tool for students to promote positive behavior.  The contract is a written agreement between the child, teacher or mentor, and parents. The contract should address how the student is expected to behave.  Students and parents should be involved in developing the agreement. A behavior contract should include the following:

Goal:  What is the specific behavior that the student should demonstrate?

Reward:  What is the reward and how will the student receive the reward?

Consequences: What will happen if the student does not adhere to the contract?

Timeline:  Will the behavior be monitored for a half day, a full day, or a week?  

Monitor: How will the behavior be monitored, and who will do so?
